Dental schools interested in participation should contact 

the International College of Dentists, USA Section’s 

Central Office for the Manual for Program Organization 

and Implementation. 

The District ICD Regent contacts the Dean of the dental 

school and plans details of the exchange in coordination 

with the local ICD component. 

The Dean identifies the participating foreign dental school 

and confirms reciprocal exchange. 

The Dean appoints a faculty coordinator responsible for  

the exchange agenda.
